Current information regarding the accommodation scholarship
Conditions for awarding accommodation scholarship are set out in the Scholarship Rules of the Czech University of Life Sciences (ČZU).  

Scholarship accommodation is awarded to students who meet the following conditions:  

a) The students are enrolled in bachelor’s, master’s or doctoral study programmes in the full-time form of study (visiting interns in the LLP Erasmus programme may apply also in the case of a combined form of study at the ČZU), 
b) the students have submitted an application in UIS, specifically no later than by the end of the month preceding the payment – !!! the application is to be submitted only once at the given study level, if you mistakenly intend to submit another application, be careful not to deactivate the application, the fault would be yours!!!  
c) a correct bank account number with a Czech bank is filled in the IS Studium [Study Information System],
!!! if the scholarship paid is returned for the reason of an incorrectly entered account, the correct number needs to be entered in the UIS and confirmed as active for the payment of scholarship. As the next step, please scan the screen with the correct number and send it to Mrs Berníková (bernikovat@rektorat.czu.cz) and ask for the money to be sent again !!!

d) the students are not registered in the SIMS Register of University Students as students who are eligible for accommodation scholarship at another university !!! the university where you enrolled earlier will receive funds for you and this is where you need to apply for scholarship. The fact that you have not applied at another university, but only at our university, is not decisive !!!,
e) in the case of study programmes studied concurrently, the students are eligible for accommodation scholarship in the study programme in which they were enrolled earlier !!! this is where you need to apply for scholarship !!!,
f) they have not exceeded the standard period of study in any of the study programmes studied concurrently (period of interruption of study is not counted towards the standard period of study),
· in bachelor’s study programme – 3 years,
· in master’s study programme – 2 years,
· in doctoral study programme - 3 or 4 years (according to accreditation)
!!!! in the case of accommodation scholarship, +1 year is not counted here – this only applies to fees !!!

g) their permanent residence is not situated in the Capital City of Prague or in the district of the place of their study (visiting interns in the LLP Erasmus programme may apply even if their residence is in Prague or in the district where the place of their study is located),  

!!! be careful not to confuse the addresses of permanent and temporary residences – especially foreign students – permanent residence is in the country where you come from, temporary residence is your address in the Czech Republic  !!!
h) they are interns visiting within the LLP Erasmus programme and study full-time. 
!!! Since the accommodation scholarship is paid in January and July, we recommend that that the bank account should be kept open until the end of these months !!!!!
Students are not eligible for accommodation scholarship:

a) for a period during which their study is interrupted, 

b) from the day subsequent to the completion of studies (Sections 55(1) and 56 of the Act) or from the day subsequent to a change of conditions decisive for awarding the accommodation scholarship, 

c) if they have completed studies at the same or a higher level of studies, 

d) in the framework of foreign development aid (government-funded scholarship recipients), scholarship stays under international agreements, within the AKTION and CEEPUS programmes.
Payment terms:

The accommodation study is paid in arrears, every three months as a rule.

· on 25 January for the period from October to December

· on 25 April for the period from January to March

· on 25 July for the period from April to June 
· the scholarship will not be awarded or paid for the period from July to September 
The scholarship is generally paid only after the data from the Register of Students are received; accordingly, the payment can be delayed, or the due date can fall on the weekend and might also be delayed.
Students who are not awarded the accommodation scholarship pursuant to the above rules, may apply for review in writing or electronically within 30 days of the payment date at the Students’ Affairs Office, attached to the Rector’s Office (cerna@rektorat.czu.cz). If the application is granted, the scholarship will be paid to them later on an extraordinary payment date.
